
Translating Google Classroom into Spanish 

Google Chrome provides an add-on extension which allows for automatic translation of 

webpages. To access this feature, you need to use Google Chrome as your browser and 

download the free Google Translate extension. 

1. Open the Google Chrome web browser, then navigate to 

http://chrome.google.com/webstore and type Google Translate into the search bar. 

 
 

2. When the correct extension appears, click Add to Chrome. 

 
 

3. Click Add extension in the box that appears.  

 

 
 

4. The Google Translate extension icon will appear in the upper right corner of the screen,

5. When you are ready to translate a page, click the    icon, then click TRANSLATE 

THIS PAGE.

8. To revert the page back to English, click Show original or the X on the right side of the
